Instead, the Conservative government has
committed $39 billion over the next seven (7) years to solve the
so-called “fiscal imbalance” with the provinces. This leaves us
asking, what about our solving our “fiscal imbalance”, which
has existed since our Treaties were signed beginning in 18717
