(1) candidate, only the first registered and
accepted nomination form received by the Chief
Electoral Officer will be valid.

·   endorsed in writing by three (3) Member Chiefs of the
     Southern Chiefs’ Organization

On Tuesday, June 19, 2007, the Southern
Chiefs of Manitoba will place their ballots
for the Office of the Southern Grand Chief. This

will mark the fourth election that Southern Chiefs Organi-
zation has conducted.

The following are the rules and procedures for the up-
coming election.

5. A Candidate’s Forum will take place on June
19, 2007 in Sagkeeng First Nation prior to the casting
of ballots.

6. The “ELECTORAL RULES FOR THE
OFFICE OF GRAND CHIEF OF THE SOUTHERN
CHIEFS ORGANIZATION” as adopted and approved
by the SCO Chiefs’ Executive Committee on May 4,
2007 shall apply to this election.
